HONOR CODE & CODE OF CONDUCT
All participants in the Intramural Tournament are required to read, understand, and adhere to 

the following Honor Code. Participation in the tournament implies full acceptance of these 

principles.

1. Respect & Sportsmanship

All participants commit to maintaining a respectful attitude toward fellow players, referees, 

supervisors, and organizers. Fair play, mutual respect, and sportsmanship are fundamental 

values of the tournament.

2. Active & Responsible Participation

Every team pledges to participate actively and responsibly in the tournament. This includes 

proper preparation, commitment to scheduled matches, and constructive collaboration with 

organizers.

3. Punctuality & Schedule Compliance

Respect for match schedules is mandatory.

Teams and players must be present and ready to play at the officially scheduled time.
Delays disrupt the competition and other participants and are not acceptable.
Last-minute rescheduling requests will not be accommodated except in exceptional 
circumstances approved by the organizers.
No-shows are strictly prohibited.

Repeated delays, last-minute cancellations, or no-shows may result in immediate exclusion 

from the tournament.

4. Communication Responsibility



All communication regarding availability, issues, or necessary adjustments must be handled 

clearly, professionally, and in a timely manner between teams and tournament organizers.

5. Respect for Officials’ Decisions

All participants must respect the decisions made by referees and supervisors, accepting 

them with fairness and sportsmanship. Intimidation, verbal abuse, racial comments or 

confrontational behavior toward staff will not be tolerated.

6. Integrity & Honesty

Participants commit to upholding honesty and integrity at all times. Any attempt at fraud, 

misrepresentation, manipulation of eligibility requirements, or unsportsmanlike conduct 

constitutes a serious violation.

7. Compliance with Eligibility Requirements

Each participant must:

Hold a valid medical certificate;
Maintain an active Bocconi Sport membership;
Be properly registered through the official platform.

Participation outside official procedures is strictly forbidden.

8. Inclusivity & Community Values

Every participant contributes to a safe, welcoming, and inclusive environment. 

Discriminatory, offensive, or exclusionary behavior of any kind is unacceptable.

9. Representation of the University

Each participant represents not only their team but also the entire student community of 

Università Bocconi. Participants commit to reflecting the values, integrity, and pride of the 

University through their conduct.

10. Knowledge of Rules

All participants pledge to know and adhere to:

The specific rules of the tournament;
The regulations of the sport being played;
Any additional operational guidelines communicated by the organizers.

Disciplinary Measures

Violation of this Honor Code may result in disciplinary action, including but not limited to:



Official warning
Match forfeiture
Deduction of points
Immediate exclusion of a player
Immediate exclusion of the team from the tournament

Sanctions will be determined by Bocconi Sport Team in accordance with tournament 

regulations. Decisions of the organizing committee are final.
